Please find attached the latest and probably the last, report and press release received from Prosafe Brussels the contents of which are self-explanatory.
The final conclusion was that out of all the tyres tested 11% failed, Prosafe will not anonymise however we are now trying to ascertain the breakdown of the 11% between ITMA, ETRMA and OTHERS, as soon as this information becomes available we will inform you accordingly.

Whilst no further actions from the MSTyr project will be taken we must point out that individual authorities will continue to inspect tyres, we know that The Sustainable Energy Authority of Ireland (SEAI) have already made a commitment to inspect 120 tyres during this summer to ensure compliancy.
We believe that the German, Finnish and Swedish authorities will very probably continue their own inspections.
